AIR PURIFIERS 

We have finally received shipment of our 22 air purifiers. These will be distributed across the school to the highest 

risk areas for Covid transmission in the coming days.  

 

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQs)  

Q. Can the school operate air conditioners on hot days?  

A. Yes, we can and we do. There is some confusion in regard to this issue, however, the latest DET Operations 

Guide quite clearly sets out the conditions under which our air conditioners (split systems) can be used on hot 

days. These conditions provide for split system air conditioners to used in conjunction with other ventilation 

mechanisms that enhance fresh air flow. That is, when using these air conditioners, we must have windows and/or 

doors open at the same time. Whilst not as effective as when windows and doors are closed in terms of cooling 

rooms, this does allow for a more comfortable learning environment for the children and staff than when not using 

them at all.
